Specified Waste Management Operations

3.1 
Description of facility

This section of the facility has been developed to provide an area for the reception, storage, preparation (re-packaging) and loading of hazardous waste materials prior to transport to facilities where their recovery takes place in order to increase the proportion of materials diverted from landfill.  This in accordance with national and local waste hierarchy and management policies.

Maximum Capacity of the Site

A maximum storage quantity for Area 5 will be 500 pallets, based on an average 700kgs per pallet (350,000 kgs), stored in discreet rows.

Different waste types have individual daily limitations as set and outlined in the waste management license.  The overall annual throughput to the site will be less than 10,000 tonnes, with a throughput maximum of 300 tonnes per week.

A maximum stack of 300 pallets will be stored together, with a minimum separation distance of 5 metres between stacks and a 3 metre separation distance from the building.

Permitted Wastes

The site will accept solid, sludge and liquid household, industrial and commercial wastes for transfer.  Wastes will be hazardous in character.  Section 4 outlines in detail the wastes acceptable at the site in accordance with the list of waste regulations 2006.

6.
Engineered Site Surfaces 

6.1
The engineering, surfacing and drainage of the site is shown in Appendix No. AEG/100341/ .  All surfaces used for waste storage are hard-surfaced to prevent the escape of any polluting liquors.  Surfaces will be drained as detailed in section 7 of this working plan.

6.2
The surfaces are engineered as follows;-


Waste storage – 200mm steel reinforced C35 concrete slab with mesh top steel.


Vehicle trafficking and manoeuvring areas – 250mm steel reinforced C35 concrete slab with mesh top steel.


Internal areas – 200mm steel reinforced concrete slab.

Drainage Systems

7.1  
The site is designed to prevent any contamination escaping in an uncontrolled manner.  All areas used for storage are hand-standing to prevent the downward movement of liquors and spillages.  Concrete upstands / bunds are in place surrounding the external storage areas to prevent liquid movement from the contained area.

7.2 
All surface water run-off leads to a sealed drainage tank system.  The surface water run-off will be held within the tank pending sampling and analysis. The water will be regularly pumped out and sent for onward disposal. 
8. 
External Storage Areas

8.1
The external concrete areas used for waste storage, are drained via sealed ACCO drains to the tank.  These areas are contained and therefore the capacity within the bunded area itself allows the storage of rainwater during storm conditions.  Underground sealed pipework links the ACCO to the tank

9.
Site Security

9.1  
The perimeter of the site is clearly defined by the erection of palisade fencing (2.5m high) with access to the site obtained via double gates of the same construction and height, secured with a padlock. The security infrastructure will be visually checked for integrity on a weekly basis. Any defects will be temporarily repaired immediately and be dealt with by appropriate contractors as soon as is practicable but in any circumstance within 48hrs.

9.2  
The main office and amenity building is covered with an approved security system consisting of contacts and passive infra red detectors. The system is monitored via a central control room connected on the ‘Redcare’ system. Activation prompts the calling of the Police and the mobile guarding company. The site is visited out of hours by a mobile guard on a thrice nightly basis Monday to Friday and on four occasions per 24 hours on a week-end.

9.3  
Illumination to the site is provided by 9 Floodlights mounted on 20ft high poles, with intermediate lower level lighting illuminating local areas.

Prevention of Mud and Debris on Road

10.1  
Given the operations undertaken, the sites location and the fact that all areas are hard-standing there is little potential for the significant contamination of external roadways by mud or debris from the site.

10.2   
Daily litter picking exercises and good housekeeping practices will ensure no dry waste escapes from the site.

c) Drummed low flash solvents will be stored in a dedicated area away from oxidisers, strong acids and reactive metals as illustrated in NTC 19.

d) A minimum of 2 x 9kg powder fire extinguishers will be kept easily accessible in each area of the site.

e) Any Avanti Environmental group Ltd personnel working in area 5, will be fully trained with regard to their activities. Training records will be maintained and available for inspection

f) Any incident which may occur will be reported immediately to the Environment Agency and to one or all of the following designated Avanti Environmental Group Ltd personnel:

i) A full incident report will be completed for any fire-related occurrence or “near-miss”. A near miss is defined as an unsafe act or condition, which although not directly leading to an incident could potentially do so in the future if circumstances allow.

Visual particulate monitoring will be conducted at the fence-line whenever powdered or fibrous waste is being handled giving a corresponding risk of emissions. 

17.2
Any evidence of significant releases will precipitate remedial action including but not limited to: elimination of waste streams; changes in handling procedures; changes in designated disposal routes. As all solid waste will be received in secure containers or bags the potential for particulate emissions will be very low.

18.  
Control of Odours

18.1
Fence-line odour monitoring exercises will be made on a daily basis. Any offensive odour at the site perimeter will precipitate remedial action including but not limited to: elimination of particular waste streams; changes in handling procedures; changes in designated disposal routes.
19.   
Control of Noise

19.1
Due to the manner of the handling processes it is not anticipated that there will be any undue noise or emissions requiring monitoring.

20.
Control of Pests

20.1
Due to the manner of containment of the wastes within Areas 1 & 3 it is not anticipated that there will be any infestation of waste by pests, vermin or insects. However weekly checks will be undertaken and the results recorded in the site diary.  If any pests are identified a specialist contractor will be employed to deal with them.

21.  
Control of Litter

21.1
Due to the nominal amount of ‘loose’ material handled and the height of the boundary fence it is not anticipated that any litter will arise from the site. However daily checks will be undertaken and the results recorded in the site diary.

All records are maintained and controlled in accordance with IMS\13 – Document Control and Records Procedure.

Records are readily available and will be produced for inspection upon request by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency.

A site diary shall be maintained by Avanti Environmental Group Ltd detailing;-

a) Any COTC personnel on site

b) Site visitors (DOC, EA etc)

c) Inspections of aisles, segregation, pallet integrity, labelling, leaks, spillages, accidents / incidents, on-site odours, security, external complaints, bunds, bund water, safety showers / eye wash, fire extinguisher / alarm, tanks / pipe-work, non-conformances, perimeter fence, jet wash hoses and interceptor valves.

Additional records are maintained to document;-


a) All on site AOR incidents including accidents and emergencies and any action taken (AOR)

b) The name and employer of visitors to the site and the purpose of the visit (Reception)

c) All environmental monitoring results, including compliance with licence conditions, and any actions taken

d) Instances where unauthorised or unidentifiable wastes have been delivered to the site (NCR)

e) Any loads of waste which are rejected, information will include reason for rejection and origin of waste (NCR)

f) Dispatch of records to the Environment Agency

g) Any complaints received (AOR)
