Engineered Site Surface and Drainage Systems

6.1

The ground surface is of concrete construction and underground drainage systems in place to collect surface water run-off. The surface water from all areas is collected in the ACO drainage channel prior to being discharged under consent from United Utilities.

An area for the storage of damaged drums adjacent to the drum crusher and is constructed of a concrete base with bunded area and encompassed with palisade fencing. 

6.5
Any spillage / leakage from the drums are cleaned using absorbent materials which are then collected in a suitable container, labelled and moved to the Transfer Station.
6.6
The water authority (United Utilities) audit the operation of the interceptor & foul sewer discharge by means of a visit on a regular basis from the Trade Effluent officer who takes samples at their discretion. The analytical results obtained are retained on file.

Engineered Containment for Storage of Wastes in Liquid, Sludge or Powder Form in Tanks

7.1  
Three tanks are utilised by the various decontamination processes operated at the facility.  These are 1 x 3000ltr located underneath the modular wash line and 2 x 1000ltr on the drum wash spikes.

All tanks are regularly emptied into IBC’s and transported to the transfer station, WML 54249 for onward treatment.

Condition of concrete, drains etc will be visually assessed and remediation work executed immediately where an environmentally significant problem is identified.

Site Security

9.1  
The perimeter of the site is clearly defined by the erection of palisade fencing (2.5m high) with access to the site obtained via double gates of the same construction and height, secured with a padlock. The security infrastructure will be visually checked for integrity on a weekly basis. Any defects will be temporarily repaired immediately and be dealt with by appropriate contractors as soon as is practicable but in any circumstance within 48hrs.

9.2  
The main office and amenity building is covered with an approved security system consisting of contacts and passive infra red detectors. The system is monitored via a central control room connected on the ‘Redcare’ system. Activation prompts the calling of the Police and the mobile guarding company. The site is visited out of hours by a mobile guard on a thrice nightly basis Monday to Friday and on four occasions per 24 hours on a week-end.

9.3  
Illumination to the site is provided by 9 No. Floodlights mounted on 20ft high poles, with intermediate lower level lighting illuminating local areas.

Prevention of Mud and Debris on Road

Given the operations undertaken, the sites location and the fact that all areas are hard-standing there is little potential for the significant contamination of external roadways by mud or debris from the site.

Daily litter picking exercises and good housekeeping practices will ensure no dry waste escapes from the site.

Emergency Procedures


Fire Protection 

The following provisions will be made to minimise the risk of a fire and to allow for control of any incident, which may develop:-

a) All areas of the site will be no-smoking.

b) A permit to work system will apply for any “hot” work undertaken. Hot work is defined as: starting any fire, using open flame or any other heat or spark generating device; cutting with torch, welding, soldering, chipping, sawing, grinding, drilling; sandblasting; operating powder actuated tools; using internal combustion engine in electrically classified zone; operating any equipment that does not meet electrical classification of area being worked in

c) Drummed low flash solvents will be stored in a dedicated area away from oxidisers, strong acids and reactive metals as illustrated in NTC 19.

d) A minimum of 2 x 9kg powder fire extinguishers will be kept easily accessible in each area of the site.

e) Any bulking of solvent materials will be undertaken using a suitably equipped tanker. 

f) Any bulking of solvent materials will require an earthing point to be used by the tanker involved

g) Any Avanti Environmental group Ltd personnel working in area 3, will be fully trained with regard to their activities. Training records will be maintained and available for inspection

h) Any incident which may occur will be reported immediately to the Environment Agency and to one or all of the following designated Avanti Environmental Group Ltd personnel:

Mrs Jennie McIver – Operations Director

Mr Paul Devlin – Site Manager

Mr Paul Evans – Compliance Manager

i) On arrival at site the fire brigade will be issued with the COSHH file and have easy access to a site plan with up to date stock quantities, hazards and their storage location.

j) AIMI can be accessed remotely for specific stock information to assist any emergency situation. 

k) A full incident report will be completed for any fire-related occurrence or “near-miss”. A near miss is defined as an unsafe act or condition, which although not directly leading to an incident could potentially do so in the future if circumstances allow.

l) Any fires will be recorded in the site diary.
